The interview for the students recommended for selection to the above convention from
the students who passed the Grade five scholarship examination in 2008, obtaining the
highest marks of the Island, will be held on Tuesday, 17" of February 2009 at 9.15 am in
the School Activities and Private Schools Branch of Ministry of Education, Isurupaya,
Battharamulla.

There are two main criteria indicated by the organizing committee of the Asian Pacific
Children’s Convention in Fukoka Japan, which are required to be adopted in selection of
junior ambassadors. Namely,

i, The team should consist of 8 students including 4 girls and 4 boys

ii. These students should have born within 01* of February 1998 and 31* of January

These students will be selected by the Ministry of Education based on the above
criteria and ethic ratio in Sri Lanka.

A lady teacher will be selected to participate for the convention as the caretaker of
this team of students and she will be selected by an interview held for the teachers
who engaged in teaching in Grade S for the students who were selected to participate
for the convention.

This interview too will be held on Tuesday 17" of February 2009 at 10.30 am in the
School Activities and Private Schools Branch of Ministry of Education

Action will be taken to select and send these 8 students to Japan based on the
competencies executed by them at the Grade 5 Scholarship examination and they will
get the opportunity for the exchange of an educational and cultural value along with
their peers of about 50 countries in the Asian Pacific region. This Children’s
Convention is conducted continuously every year in Fukoka Japan since 1989 up to
now. Sri Lanka too had made arrangements for the participation of students and
teachers for this function. The theme of this convention is “World Peace and
Coexistence”
